“Drawn Together” encompasses four individually themed shows that asks artists to explore and celebrate the many ways we perceive community connectedness, wellbeing and belonging both in our personal relationships and with our environment.

Gallery Details 
Three Sisters Gallery offers a mobile, social gallery experience. Located on the second floor of Elevation Place of Canmore’s sports and culture hub, and home to the public library, the Canmore Art Guild gallery, swimming pool, climbing wall, and other amenities, The TSG is an open concept and public viewing space that aims to invite visitors to learn, engage, and participate in an "Art Walk "experience.
The Run-length of the TSG is approximately 85 feet.
Ceiling height is approximately 9 feet.
Exhibitions hang for approximately 10-12 weeks.
Submissions are typically two dimensional (2D)
Two-dimensional (2D) or three-dimensional (3D) artwork will be considered (see hanging requirements)

Eligibility
We encourage applications from: senior, mid-career, and emerging and beginning artists. Artists who identify as LGBTQ2+, non-binary artists, artists of colour, Indigenous artists, and or artists with disabilities are strongly encouraged to apply.
· Artists can apply as a solo artist or as a team/group show.
· Preference will begiven to artists who reside in the Bow Valley Corridor 
· Artist(s) will enter a contract with the Town of Canmore
· Artist(s) must declare that the artwork is original and does not violate the copyright of any other person.
· Artists must agree to the requirements outlined in this competition.
· Artists submitting to the Show 1 should be prepared to have their work installed March 6-8th\

In the spirit of reconciliation, we acknowledge and invite First Nations artists from the traditional territories of the Blackfoot Confederacy (Siksika, Kainai, Piikani), the Tsuut’ina, the Îyârhe Nakoda.
Nations (Chiniki, Bearspaw, Goodstoney), and the Métis Nation (Region 3) to submit their work to any or all shows.

· Show 2 - Indigenous Perspectives – The Town of Canmore is committed to advancing the Government of Canada’s Truth and Reconciliation (TRC) calls to action. This work includes creating a more culturally comfortable space to increase the level of inclusion of Indigenous Peoples in our community and strengthen right relations with our neighbours in the Stoney Nakoda Nation and other Treaty 7 and Metis Region 3 Indigenous peoples while respecting their right to heal.


· It is our intention to hold space for Indigenous artists to exhibit and share their work within the Three Sisters Gallery to support the municipal call to advance reconciliations and encourage awareness of Indigenous culture and experience within our community.

Commission Structure- Honorarium 
The maximum award is $1500 per show.
The award will be divided amongst participating artists in each show, to a maximum of $1500.

All artworks must be prepared for the exhibit as described below:

Visual art submissions
All work must be suitably framed/on canvas etc., (ready for display using the Gallery’s rail and cable hanging system) - 
· Art prepared with hanging wire and D rings is optimal. 
· Pieces should not exceed 6 x 8 feet.


Literary submissions
· All work must be suitably framed or on canvas, panel, or printed poster etc., (ready for display using the Gallery’s rail and cable hanging system) - Work is typically prepared to hang with hanging wire and D rings.  A wall decal format is also encouraged, (contact the coordinator for more information).

· Font size should be between 40-72 
· Work should not exceed 4x6 feet (WxH)
· TOC may be able to provide frames to protect original works or advise on printing options. 

General details
The size and type of artwork submitted determines how many will fit in the space.  The Artist is encouraged to submit a layout for one or several of the Exhibit Spaces. Gallery map LINK

· Copyright: The Artist(s) warrants that the Artwork is original to the Artist and does not violate any copyright of any other person The artist may retain the right to be identified as the creator of the artwork.
· Contract: The artist(s) will enter a contract with the Town of Canmore.
· While every precaution will be taken to prevent loss or damage, the jury, the Town of Canmore shall not be liable for any loss or damage, however caused.
· This exhibit space accommodates a wide range of art sizes and media, including unframed textiles, quilts, and photographs. Please propose layouts for this space using a “to scale” drawing.
· The Town of Canmore will receive and install all exhibits. The proposed layout by the artist will be followed to the extent possible; however, the administration has the right to alter the proposed plan. It is encouraged that the artist attends and assist during the installation process.
· Artwork should be ready to hang using the Gallery's hanging system hanging wire and D rings).
· Artists will be responsible for the transportation and delivery of their artworks to and from Canmore. Temporary storage arrangements can be made if necessary.
· Labels will include Art title, Artist name, Town/City/Location of artists' residence, art statement and photo (optional). Town of Canmore will prepare the wall labels for the exhibit.

· Selection criteria are based on theme, technique, emotional response, creativity and innovation, and suitability to the Three Sisters Gallery space and its patrons (from infants to seniors, representing diverse socio-economic and cultural backgrounds). Unfortunately, we are not able to accept works that feature nudity.
