MICHAEL BRADDOCK, 30s: Wound tight. Works in IT. MARIANNE’s son. 

NORA, 30s: Yogi, musician, MICHAEL’s girlfriend. 

STANLEY, 60s: Vietnam vet. MARIANNE’s neighbour, friend and former lover. 

ROBERTO, 30-40s: Houseless. A recent arrival to Wine Country.
